Sales of fish and fish products are forecast to grow by an
average of 11.2% a year through to 2021 to PHP1,334.6bn.
This is the Philippines largest food segment

Pharmaceuticals sales reached PHP156.2bn in 2016
and are forecast to rise 3.9% to PHP162.3bn in 2017

Sales of meat, dairy, fruit and vegetables are also forecasted
to see strong growth

Healthcare sales reached PHP722.3bn in 2016 and are
forecast to rise 9.9% to PHP794.0bn in 2017

Strong growth in sales of carbonated drinks are forecast at
10.2% a year through to 2021. In terms of overall sales, fruit
and vegetable juices are the largest segment with
PHP142.0bn and carbonated drinks ranked second with
PHP142.0bn
